own answers to the great questions
of faith.

History books tell us that voyagers were explor-
ers who were willing to step away from the fa-
miliar in order to enter the unknown. Middle
School and Jr. High youth (and their parents)
tell us that in many ways they are also embark-
ing on a voyage of their own as they begin to ex-
plore who they are as individuals. A major piece
of this personal discovery process is developing a
faith apart from parents.

All youth ages 11 through 18 and their parents are
invited to learn more about the Voyager program
by attending one of the two “outfitting” open
houses. To be held in the Oasis room on January
31 and February 7 from 7:00 until 8:00 p.m., these
open houses will provide attendees with an
overview of the program as well as a chance to
meet program leaders.

During their seven weeks as Voyagers, participants
will devote time to the spiritual disciplines, view and

reflect on the Brad Bird film, The Iron Giant and par-

ticipate in the construction of this year’s Holy Week
stations of the cross experience.

During the week of March 28 - April 2 individual
Voyagers, their parents and Voyager leaders will
meet together for a one hour conference to “take a
bearing” on their spiritual discoveries as well as plan
in which direction (baptism/confirmation, leadership,
etc.) to proceed after completing the program.

The culmination of the Voyager program is the Great
Rendezvous, a night of revelry and reflection. Part
all-nighter and part vigil, this event celebrates the
lessons learned and consecrates Voyagers for what
lies ahead. The spring 2010 session of Voyagers will
hold its Great Rendezvous on Friday, April 2 and
Saturday, April 3.

“Drew Doings by David Mills”

I was Donna Kenney last Saturday
morning.

No, I wasn’t in bed dreaming or en-
gaging in some paranormal type of

counseling that puts you in someone
else’s mind. As I met with the twenty five greeters,
ushers and guides who came our for “Creating a
Crossroad” training I proudly sported Donna’s
nametag. After a chuckle or two others caught on
and began to become others as well. Sharon Wil-
liams became Bill Griggs. Lou Carr become Dortha
Osman. Helen Crane, well she remained Helen
Crane (seriously could she be anyone else?).

The point behind this little bit of identity theft was
to put ourselves into the places of newcomers when
they visit our church home. How does it feel to en-
ter a place where you are acquainted with no one?
What is a person to do if they do not know where
the restrooms are and nature calls? Where is my
difficult child (played admirably by Pauline Shen) to
be taken when I arrive for worship? While those of
us who frequent Federated may find such questions
obvious to the point of silliness, a newcomer who is
venturing out of their comfort zone for the first time
will not. Indeed the foundation of their relationship
with the church may be laid or destroyed in how
they are treated during their first few minutes
among us.

Having spent a Saturday morning with many of the
people who will be focusing on creating a positive
experience for our guests I must say that I have an
extremely positive impression of our ability to foster
relationships with guests. Each trainee displayed
great sensitivity to the experience of newcomers. It
seemed that everyone had stories and accompany-
ing wisdom to share from their own individual back-
grounds in industry, the service sector, family and
other churches. Quite a few suggestions for improv-
ing our “three waves of hospitality” were generated
by the group. Best of all, last Sunday I watched
them working as a team to make each person that
entered our church building feel at home.

Beginning in February we’ll set to work seeing if my
positive impressions are justified. That is when
Federated will be visited weekly by “secret guests”.
Secret guests are individuals from the surrounding
community who have volunteered to visit us on a
Sunday morning and then share their responses
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with me. Some will be young and others old. There
will be both families and single individuals. Many
are members of other church families while others
are from the ranks of the unchurched. What they
will all share are the expectations of every new-
comer and a willingness to share how those expecta-
tions were and were not met.

I believe that even if we were not to be evaluated by
the secret guest program you would all do your part
to make every newcomer feel welcome. With that in
mind let me offer the following suggestions.

1. Invite Your Friends: National studies con-
tinue to confirm that the most significant factor
in helping newcomers feel at home in a new
church setting is being accompanied by a friend
or acquaintance. Who do you know that you can
invite to church?

2. “Do the Math & Beat a Path”: Group dynam-
ics is a matter of numbers: the more people who
are present, the more likely you will encounter
newcomers. This means that on any given Sun-
day you will be encountering folks who you do
not know and who do not know you. Don’t wait
for a greeter, usher or guide to make contact.
“Beat a path” to folks you do not know and intro-
duce yourself

3. Wear Your Nametag: If you let newcomers
know who you are, they will feel more comfort-
able sharing themselves with you. If you have
lost or wish to acquire a nametag, stop by Ser-
vant Central before worship, make a note on
your roll call card or contact the church office at
463-5564.

4. “What’s for Lunch?”: When service is over,
invite a newcomer to lunch with you. Whether
you are dining at home or out, a meal is great
way to build a relationship.

Invite Newcomers Back: One of the best ways
to make a newcomer a new friend is to say good-
bye with an invitation to return again. Invita-
tions could be to another Federated event, a com-
munity gathering, or just a cup of coffee. You
can do it in person, over the phone or through
correspondence (yes, go ahead and ask newcom-
ers how you can get in touch with them.)
